Re: WAI 45 Muriwhenua Land Claim
The Ngai Takoto Research Unit is the iwi organization mandated to represent the iwi of Ngai Takoto with regard to its Treaty Claims against the Crown.
The Ngai Takoto Research Unit advises that it welcomes the decision of Te Aupouri and Ngati Kahu treaty negotiators to discontinue negotiations with the Office of Treaty Settlements in relation to their interests in the Muriwhenua Land Claims.
The Ngai Takoto Research Unit supports these iwi claimants in making application to the Waitangi Tribunal asking it to exercise its binding recommendatory powers to enforce the recommendations set out in the Muriwhenua Land Report.
In the interests of settling our grievances with the Crown we agree that a binding recommendatory hearing is required and therefore support the application for a Remedies Hearing.
We are disappointed to report that Ngai Takoto have continuously been ignored by the Office of Treaty Settlements in our attempts to get matters for us progressed within a reasonable timeframe and as a result due process is being denied to us, to our detriment and that of our people.
We ask that your office urgently act on this matter given the propensity of the Office of Treaty Settlements to unfairly control our settlement process and Landcorp’s intention to breach good faith through the sale of disputed land.

As the iwi organisation mandated to progress Ngai Takoto’s land claim, the Ngai Takoto Research Unit would appreciate being advised of developments in this matter affecting the settlement of our claim and expect to participate in further discussions.
